Circe of Love sent a team to South Africa May 10-21, 2022. Three weeks before we left to go on this 
trip,
 devastating floodwaters ripped
 through the community where we were scheduled to have our outreach. We heard stories of mudslides causing houses to collapse on the people inside and crushing children to their deaths.  Over 400 people died from the flo
ods.  Through partnership with Crossroads Kwa-Zulu Natal, compassionate hands distributed food parcels and blankets. 
 Houses 
belonging to 
Crossroads staff and families of our Educare children collapsed. The home where we hoped to plant a church was also da
maged. 
Ironically, the rural area of our outreach usually has a different problem with water: too little.  We found that people in this area generally do not have access to water.  During this outreach, the majority of our patients were children.  Since t
hey were unable to bathe regularly, they have skin infections.  Since they were unable to drink enough water, they had dehydration, headaches and dizziness.  We have been giving gifts of water tanks for water storage to increase access to water in this are
a.  
During our clinics, we treated 159 adult patients and 188 children, for a  total of 347.  At least 62 made commitments or re-commitments to follow Jesus.  Circle of Love has committed to raising $5,000 to buy building materials for each of 5 families,
 including the point man 
for the church 
mentioned above whose house was damaged in the flood.

After finishing the prayer and lifting my bowed head, I w
as surprised to see tears filling the 10 year old boy’s big brown eyes.  We had just prayed together for him to receive Jesus into his heart, which at this point in the trip had become routine for me so I wasn’t prepared for his emotional response.  Now hi
s eyes brimmed with tears.  I asked him why he was crying and at first he didn’t reply but then he said in Spanish, “I feel something in my heart and I don’t know why I’m crying.”  We smiled and told him that he was feeling the love of God. He actually was
n’t my patient that day but I had treated his mother who was already a believer. I had noticed him sitting with her so I ended up sharing the gospel with him and he accepted
We saw the Lord moving significantly among children during this trip.  Dr. Helen 
was sharing the gospel with a lady using the evangicube which is a cube that folds out into pictures that tell the story of Jesus.  While the lady heard the gospel, 6 little girls were also listening and paying attention to the story so they also received 
the Lord.  We later found out that 4 of the girls were not even her children!

The building team with us on this trip ended up running into some unexpected changes in plans and
 
agenda so they actually spent more time than usual interacting and playing
 with the kids.  The pandemic has been difficult for the children and many poor families do not have a father figure in the home.  They were hungry for attention and seemed very open to us.  
We ministered 2 days in El Tesoro which is a war refugee communi
ty displaced after the Guatemalan civil war and 3 days in El Rodeo which is a community that was greatly affected by the volcanic eruption in 2018.  We had fewer patients than normal which allowed us to have more time to listen to their stories and encoura
ge them that God will never abandon them or forget them.
We treated 341 patients, 100 of which were children.  155 people made commitments or re-commitments to the Lord. We distributed 366 Bibles.  We had a physical therapist on this trip who was able to t
reat joint and muscle issues.  He prayed for a lady who could not lift her arm past 90 degrees and she received a miracle and was able to move her arm and shoulder freely- praise God!
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Mental health diseases pose a great challenge in 
the street ministry.  They are often accompanied by other health problems
 including use of illegal drugs
 and alcoholism. Many are rejected by society and 
their 
family members who fail to understand them.   Because of their financial status and societal dys
function, most are not on medications that could help them control their illnesses and maybe improve enough to get a job.
For 8 years, I have had an alcoholic client who seemed to me to have 3 personalities.  I never knew which he would be when I saw him. 
He was f
i
n
ally diagnosed as manic-depressive and is now
 doing better on medications.  The Lord has also empowered him to overcome alcoholism with the help of t
he Holy Spirit. He is now improved mentally 
and functioning in society. Because of the enormity o
f mental health issues on the street, I recently certified in mental illness first aid.  But the most helpful intervention is to love them as Jesus does.  There is no substitution for agape  love (John 34:35). Praise the Lord for His divine plan including 
salvations in the mental health population! (Romans 10:9)
